Here is a working word document to keep track of the names in your 4DTV receiver and the actual position number you have it programmed in at.

This will be useful if you decide to change names and also to keep track of each sat position , (especially if you have more than 1 dish.).

This will become more useful when a new sat goes up and in keeping up with the name changes.

This chart is more up to date then previous ones and reflects the ku satellite tiles that were installed by GI/Motorola  by the blue shading color.
Note* all Anik sat tiles were redone . Use this chart as the reference for the Anik Satellites for the 4DTV receivers. No DC2 on any Anik satellites and no more 4d corruption when using the 4d as a master for FTA DVB viewing on any Anik birds.
