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Programming the Remote Control

The remote control is set at the factory to control al of the satellite receiver
functions, but to use it to operate your TV, DVD, VCR and auxiliary components
aswell, you must "program” it for the brand you own. Follow these instructions to
program the remote to control your TV, DVD, VCR and auxiliary (AUX)
components.

Follow these instructions to program the remote to control your TV.
1. Turnon the desired component for programming.
2. Usethetablethat appears later in this section to find the manufacturer brand.

3. After the manufacturer’s brand nameis a four-digit code number (or several
four-digit codes).

4. Pressand hold the appropriate mode key on the remote control for at least
three seconds—until the light on your remote flashes.

5. When the light flashes, key in the first of the four-digit codes (listed in the
table) for your component using the number keyson the remote control. Make
sure to do this accurately and without a long delay.

6. If the remote control "accepts' the code, you will see several rapid flashes of
thelight. If it does not flash, repeat steps 4, and 5. After the remote control
accepts the code, press the POWER key on the remote control to make sure
the remote control is able to turn your component off. Thismeansit is
functioning properly.

7. 1f your component does not respond to the remote control POWER key, even
though it has "accepted” the manufacturer’s code, repeat steps4 and 5 using
the second four-digit code from the table. If this does not work, try the third
code, etc., until the remote control accepts the code and your component
responds to the remote control POWER key.

NOTE: Some cable box brands are a so programmable using these instructions.
Check the table that appears |ater in this section for applicable cable box brands
and codes. You will pressthe TV key to program your cable box. Your remote can
only accept a TV or cable box code for this programming step.
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Using Your Remote

If Your Four-Digit Codeisnot in the Tables (Scanning)

If you try to program your remote control using the four-digit codes, and the
remote control does not work correctly, you may be able to find a code that works
by using the "scanning" process.

1. TurnontheTV.

2. PresstheTV key for at least three seconds—until the LED blinks.

3. Thefallowing steps explain how to "scan" through the TV codes stored in
your remote control using the ¥ keys. (The LED will not be lit while the
¥ keys are depressed.

- While pointing the remote control at your TV, pressthe “ key to scan
upward to the next code. (Usethe ¥ key to return to the previous code.)

- If the transmitted code is the correct one, your TV will turn off,
responding asif its POWER key were pressed.

- If your TV does not respond, depressthe“ key to try the next code.
When your TV turns on or off asaresult of the transmitted code, you
will know that you have found the correct code.

- When you have found the correct code (power to your TV istoggled on
or off), press the ENTER key. Thiswill store the manufacturer’s code.
The LED will then flash rapidly several times and turn off.

NOTE: If your TV isnot listed in thetables and/or the codes for your brand are not
accepted by the remote, you will need to use the remote originally manufactured
for your unit.

Programming the Master Power Feature

If you wish to control the power on/off function of your receiver and TVwith a
single press of the POWER key on your remote control, you can enable the remote
control’s Master Power feature by following these steps:

» Pressthe SAT key on the remote control for at |east three seconds—until the
light on the key blinks.

» Pressthe POWER key on theremote. Thelight will remain on steady. Pressthe
power key a second time, and the light on the remote will blink on and off
briefly, which indicates that the remote has accepted the Master Power
command.

» If you wish to cancel the Master Power feature, just repeat the steps outlined
above.
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Verifying Your TV, DVD, VCR and AUX Mode Codes

You can verify the accepted programming codes for each mode by following these
steps.

Pressthe TV key for at least three seconds—until the LED blinks.
Pressthe "INFO" key.

The LED will blink, indicating the code of your TV in the following
sequence. For example, if your TV codeisfor a Tandy brand TV (code 1005)
the blink pattern will be:

- Pause>long blink "1;"

- Pause>short blink "0;"

- Pause>short blink "0;"

- Pause>long blink, long blink, long blink, long blink, long blink "5."
A zero in the code will always be represented by a short blink.

Volume Control Crossover

Your remote control unit is programmed from the factory to control the volume of
your television set when you are using the remote control in the TV mode. The
AUX mode can also be programmed to control the audio from the TV or Audio
device. To program your remote control for this function:

» Enter the programming mode using the AUX mode key.

»  Whilethe AUX mode key is flashing, press and release the AUX mode or TV
mode key (depending on which device you want remote volume and mute
control).

*  The AUX mode key will light as you press and rel ease the programming mode
key, flash three times rapidly and extinguish.

» Theremote control will now control the volume of the SAT device when in the
AUX mode.

If You Have More Than One Satellite Receiver

If you have more than one receiver, you may want to prevent the remote controls
from affecting the other receivers. To prevent this kind of interference, you must
"pair" each remote control with one receiver. In order to do this, you will have to
assign a new "address" to each pair of remote controls and receivers so that each
pair functionsindependently of the others.
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Using Your Remote

Using the remote control press the Menu button to bring up the Menu screen on
the receiver monitor (TV).

» Choose Options, choose Change System Settings.
» Choose Installation Settings.

* Onthelnstallation Settings menu, choose Set Remote Control Address. Now
follow the instructions on the Remote Control Address screen.

* If you have multiple receivers, you will have to change the address on each of
them. Choose from following addresses: 0000, 0001, 0002, or 0003.

To program your remote control for each receiver, hold down the SAT key on the
remote control until the light flashes. Once the light begins to flash enter the
desired address.

Replacing the Remote Control Batteries

When the remote control batteries are worn out (discharged), the remote will stop
working. Replace the batteries as soon as possible to retain your programmed
codes. Once you remove the batteries from the compartment, you must replace
them within two hours to retain your programmable features. The remote control
for this unit may be powered by two AA batteries. Use only high quality, non-
corrosive batteries designed for use in e ectronic equipment. Remember to replace
both batteries at the same time. To replace the batteries:

- Remove the cover by pressing down the back panel indentation and
removing the panel off the remote control.

- Position each battery in the battery compartment so that the flat base (-)
is against the spring and so that the raised contact (+) is against the
terminal. Make sure the batteries are securely seated. Replace the cover.

"Remote Energy Saver"

If you misplace your remote (i.e., it is stuck in your couch), and akey is
inadvertently pressed, the remote will automatically turn itself off after three
minutes.

Watching TV

Once you become accustomed to the various controls and features, you will spend
most of your television viewing time enjoying the programs made available
through the satellite receiver. The features described in this section will be
available to you when the remote control is set to SAT mode—in other words,
when you have pressed the SAT key and are viewing various programs.

How to Select Menu Options

Asyou use the many menus, you will be asked to select various options. When
you see the word select, it isimportant that when you use the remote control, there
are two ways to select amenu option:

1. Pressthe 4 D keysor the & keysto highlight an option. Then pressthe
ENTER key to select it.

2. If the options are numbered, simply press the number key for an option. You do
not have to press the ENTER key.

Headers

Your viewing screen displays avariety of information about the programsyou are
viewing or plan to view. When you tune in a channel, a header appears at the top
of the screen. It displays the following information from left to right:

* Interests—Until you identify your viewing interests nothing appears on the | eft
side of the header. After you select an interest such as Pay Per View, the name
of the interest you selected will appear on the left side of the header.

* Channel name—NBC-W, BRAVO, HISTORY, etc.

» Channel number—A number from 1 to 999.

* Message—An envelope icon appears if a message iswaiting for you.

» Time—The current time automatically appears on the right side of the header.
